Cartesian Planes a.k.a. Coordinate Grids. 
We have learned about the following:

- quadrants ( I , II, III, IV)
- the Origin (0,0)
- coordinates (x, y) a.k.a. ordered pairs
- the x axis
- the y axis

We also learned that different quadrants have different signs for the numbers that make the coordinates in that quadrant.
