Cellular Organization and Specialization

· Know the names of the organ systems in the human body and an example organ in each.

Circulatory System

· The heart: 
· Be able to label a diagram of the heart with all of the structures studied in class and in the lab (Ra, La, Rv, Lv, septum, Pv, Pa, Vena cava, Aorta) 

· Know which side of the heart has blood with oxygen, and which side has blood with carbon dioxide.
· Heart valves - know what they are and where they are in the heart. (Mitral, Tricuspid, Aortic, and Pulmonary)
· Heart rate –know what it is, what might affect it, and how to calculate it.

· The blood: 

· Know parts of the blood (rbc, wbc, plasma, platelets) and what they do in the blood (function).

· Know the difference between oxygenated and deoxygenated blood.

· Know the 4 blood types, and how we get a blood type (antigens).

· Know universal donor and universal recipient blood types.

· The vessels: 

· Know three differences between arteries and veins
· Know the path of the blood through the blood vessels from the big toe to the heart and lungs and back to the big toe.
